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About the Hong Kong Arts Centre @

The Hong Kong Arts Centre (HKAC)—a self-financed, non-profit
organisation—is widely recognised as an arts and culture incubator
for Hong Kong. For 35 years, the HKAC has played a unique role
in engaging the community with art, with a focus on promoting
contemporary art and culture in Hong Kong and abroad through
exhibitions, art education and related programmes. The HKAC’s main
building is situated in Wan Chai, with facilities including a cinema,
theatres, galleries, classrooms, studios, restaurants and office space.
The HKAC provides a wide range of programmes on the performing
arts, visual arts, film and video arts, public art projects, conferences,
art festivals and more, connecting the arts to the general public.

The HKAC is also appointed by the Urban Renewal Authority (URA)
as the Main Operator of the Mallory Street project in Wan Chai,
managing the Comix Home Base (CHB) under a five-year contract.
The CHB opened in July 2013 and the HKAC operates the CHB as
the platform for exchange and interaction for the comics industry
both locally and internationally. The Artist Home Base (AHB) at No.
5 Wing Lee Street is another venue operated by the HKAC under
a licence agreement with the URA, where an artist-in-residence
programme takes place.

The Arts Centre’s education arm, the Hong Kong Art School (HKAS),
is an accredited institute staffed by a group of dedicated artists and
with multiple sites, including the Main Campus on the 10" floor of
the HKAC main building, Pao Haung Sue Ing Campus in Shau Kei
Wan and the Chai Wan Campus at Youth Square. The focus of its
award-bearing curriculum lies in four core academic areas—Fine Art,
Applied Art, Media Art, and Applied Theatre and Drama Education—
with academic levels ranging from Higher Diploma, Professional
Diploma, Bachelor’s Degree to Master’s Degree. Short courses and
outreach projects of the HKAS run parallel to the award-bearing
curriculum, spanning a wide variety of artistic disciplines.

The Hong Kong Arts Centre (HKAC) is dedicated to engaging the
local community in the appreciation and creation of arts through a
unique combination of its two main areas of activities:
Providing the community with diverse and educationally
enriching programmes of contemporary visual arts, film and
performing arts.
Offering a wide range of quality arts education programmes
covering Fine Art, Applied Art, Media Art and Drama Education.

The HKAC is committed to enhancing Hong Kong’s position as an
artistically vibrant city through the promotion of contemporary arts
and arts education for the whole community.
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The Hong Kong Arts Centre (HKAC) celebrated its 35" Anniversary
in October 2012 and continues to grow in maturity and confidence in
carrying out its mission as a creative hub for the promotion of Asian
contemporary arts and an incubator of new talents in Hong Kong’s
arts scene. We take pride in our achievements this year and are
thankful to begin to see the fruits of our labour.

The HKAC has had several exciting new developments this year. In

November 2012, we opened the Artist Home Base (AHB) in Wing Lee
Street to provide artist-in-residence programmes through which
overseas artists and art practitioners can apply to stay in Hong Kong
toengage in arts and cultural creation and exchange. In May 2013, we
initiated an innovative new exhibition series focussing on collectors,
named Collectors’ Contemporary Collaborations (CCC) which
gained very positive feedback from audiences, artists and collectors.
Thanks to the Film Development Fund and our donors, the agnés b.
CINEMA was renovated, transforming it into a design-forward facility
that offers a more comfortable and disabled-friendly environment
to view quality art films and provides an alternative cinematic
experience to the public. | am pleased that the renovation has been
awarded “First Prize in the Interior Design Competition, Institutional
Category” by the International Design Awards, Los Angeles, USA.

Our programmes also gained recognition from the general public and
various professional bodies. The Open Dance under the Arts Xperience
Series was awarded the “Outstanding Project in Community Dance” by
the 2013 Hong Kong Dance Awards; while the 2011/2012 promotional
programmes of Comix Home Base won the "Gold Awards for Arts
Promotion (Group/Organisation Category)” presented by The Hong
Kong Arts Development Awards 2012.

The Hong Kong Art School (HKAS) continues to foster new art talent
in the Hong Kong arts scene. Two of the HKAS'’s alumni won awards
this year: Mr Chan Wai-bun, a Higher Diploma in Media Arts and
Bachelor of Arts in Applied and Media Arts graduate, was awarded
“The Best Screenplay Award” by The 19" Hong Kong Film Critics
Society as one of the scriptwriters for the movie Romancing in Thin
Air ( & i8 i Z #& 1l); and Ms Winus Lee Yee-mei, a Bachelor of Arts
(Fine Art) graduate, won “Third Prize (Open Category)” in The 2013
Tea Ware by Hong Kong Potters Competition with her work titled
Bird. Many congratulations to both of them. Also sponsorships for
the three-week Summer Study Program at the School of Visual
Arts, New York, have been offered by the HKAC to Ms Wong Suk-
yin and Mr Lo Hiu-fung, two Bachelor of Arts (Fine Art) graduates of
the HKAS, allowing them, for the first time, the ability to experience
studying and student life overseas.

The fruitful year of 2012/13 would not have been possible without
the endorsement of the HKAC Board and Committee members, the
efforts of the hardworking staff, and the generous support of all our
donors and sponsors including The FRIENDS of the Hong Kong Arts
Centre who continues to provide support for our Junior Volunteer
Docent Training Scheme. A big thank you to all of them and also to
the people of Hong Kong for their support over the past 35 years.
We look forward to everyone’s continued support in the future as we
persist to innovate and create for the betterment of arts and culture
of Hong Kong.

Message of the Executive Director

Under the leadership and initiation of our Honorary President
and Chairperson of the Arts Programme Committee, Mrs Cissy
Pao Watari, the HKAC this year launched the 1 Annual Collectors’
Contemporary Collaboration: May Dialogue (1 CCC) featuring
five local collections, in response to the vibrant local art scene
engendered by the rapid development of the West Kowloon Cultural
District, worldwide interest in Chinese contemporary arts and the
successes of international and local art fairs. Though Hong Kong
has a long tradition of collecting classical Chinese arts, only in recent
years has there been arising interest in collecting contemporary
art. By focussing on one Asian city each year, this series of collectors’
exhibitions will contribute to the understanding of art collection in
various cities through research and documentation. This series
of exhibitions will also provide an alternative perspective on the
development of the Asian contemporary art scene.

The HKAC’s passion in promoting contemporary art has also spurred
us on to organise the 4" Flagship Exhibition titled Of Human Scale
and Beyond: Experience and Transcendence, for which we were
honoured to have Mr Eugene Tan as the guest curator. We believe that
only through organising recurring programmes can we make areal
impact on the Asian arts scene. | am glad that the Flagship Exhibition
is moving on this path to strengthen Asian curatorial practices.

With similar dedication, the HKAC has made efforts to promote both
local and international comic arts. This year, we see the fruits of our
labour. Through the Comics@Central project we have increased
the presence of comic arts in the community by revitalising the
exterior marquee of the Central Market with comic works by the well-
known Lee Wai-chun, Lee Chi-ching and Wong Chiu-tat. We also
participated in the highly regarded Angouléme International Comics
Festival in France, and organised comics concerts in both Hong
Kong and Angouléme, marking a significant step forward in cultural
exchange through comic arts.

Besides being a faithful incubator and platform provider for both
local and international art talents, the HKAC realises the importance
of continual audience-building, working diligently in bringing
arts to the community. The Open Dance, Art@Lunch and Junior
Volunteer Docent Training Programme under the Arts Xperience has
been gaining public popularity, accumulating a stable yet growing
audience over the years. The 3 Hong Kong International Deaf Film
Festival and the All About Us project under ifva further bridged art
with social minorities, a target to which the HKAC aspires which the
HKAC aspires to engage.

The year of 2012/13 has been a feast for the HKAC and its stakeholders.
These achievements would not have been possible without the
concerted effort amongst the Board and Committee members,
sponsors and donors, as well as our devoted staff. Allow me to express
my deepest appreciation for such beautifully diversified contributions
to our unified goal, as well as a big “Happy 35" Anniversary” to the
HKAC. [ look forward to another bountiful year ahead!

In December 2012, the Hong Kong Arts Centre presented its
4™ annual flagship exhibition, Of Human Scale and Beyond:
Experience and Transcendence, presenting works by prominent
contemporary Asian artists. The HKAC was pleased to have
acclaimed Singaporean curator, Eugene Tan, to co-curate this
exhibition with our Executive Director, Connie Lam. The exhibition
showcased on-site paintings, installations, films and multi-media
artworks by nine Asian artists.

Toshusai Sharaku was the most remarkable ukiyo-e artist from Edo
Period in Japan. Sharaku interpreted by Japan’s Contemporary Artists
reinterpreted Sharaku'’s style in different parts—including Sharaku’s
best-acclaimed single series of bust portraits from the Edo Kabuki
and Kyogen plays in 17794 alongside related striking posters by
graphic designers of our time. About 80 portraits and installations by
39 Japanese prominent artists, including Tadanori Yokoo, Takashi
Murakami and Koichi Sato, were displayed as artistic tribute to the
ukiyo-e master, while at the same time demonstrating how Japanese
contemporary art, design and comics developed from the aesthetics
of traditional Japanese woodblock printing.

To facilitate a better understanding of Japanese art and culture, an
exhibition talk, Japanese traditional dance and flower arrangement
(ikebana) demonstrations took place during the exhibition period.

Starting from November 2012, colourful and lively
drawings by three acclaimed artists—Lee Wai-chun, Lee Chi-
ching and Justin Wong Chiu-tat—have been displayed on the
exterior marquee of the Central Market, a site that has undergone
conservation and revitalisation in hopes of improving air quality and
providing additional leisure cum entertainment space rarely found
in this busy district. It would become a new hang-out area for white-
collar workers in the daytime and locals and tourists in the evenings
and on weekends. This collaboration has introduced an array of
beguiling comic elements in diverse styles onto the marquee,
engendering a harmonious and relaxing atmosphere in the hustle
and bustle of city life.

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The Hong Kong Ani-Com Summer 2013 (HKACS) was presented by
"Create Hong Kong" office of the Hong Kong Special Administrative
Region (HKSAR) Government, with Comix Home Base as Creative
Partner, Hong Kong Animation Filmmaker Society, Hong Kong Arts
Centre, Hong Kong Comics and Animation Federation and Hong
Kong Digital Entertainment Association as co-organisers, and
supported by Hong Kong Tourism Board and Wan Chai District
Council. It was successfully held in July and August 2013 with 14
programmes riding on the themes of animation and comics for fans
and enthusiasts, with a view to promoting the new creative industry
landmark of Hong Kong established in July 2013—the Comix Home
Base, located at 7 Mallory Street in Wan Chai, and arousing interest
in animation and comics in the community. All programmes had
altogether attracted over 900,000 visitors and received favourable
feedback from the public. The HKACS was also one of the signature
events under the theme of “Hip Hong Kong” of the “Hong Kong: Our
Home” Campaign.
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Comix Home Base (CHB), located at Mallory Street/Burrows Street
in Wanchai, was established in July 2013, and the Hong Kong Arts
Centre (HKAC) was appointed by the Urban Renewal Authority
(URA) to be the Main Operator to manage the CHB under a five-
year contract. The CHB is the URA's first pure preservation cum
revitalisation project. It is also the first art community in Hong Kong
conjoining creativity in comics and animation with revitalised historic
architecture.

Comprising a cluster of ten pre-war Grade Two historic buildings
built in the 1910s, these historically significant buildings were homes
of the working class, having withnessed more than a century of
urban development and transition. After refurbishment by the URA,
prominent features of the project such as cantilevered balconies,
tiled pitched roof, timber French doors and internal timber staircase
are retained and preserved. The revitalised building cluster also
includes a 300-square metre Public Open Space for the enjoyment
of the community. There are also studios for comics and animation
artists as well as a “Comix Salon” that collects print and digital comic
publications. Other features include exhibition space, multi-function
rooms, retail space for selling comics and related merchandise as
well as food and beverages facilities/outlets.

The CHB is dedicated to sharing the latest and the best comics,
animations and creative works of related media with the public,and
bringing art into the community. The establishment of the CHB
heralds a milestone in the development of local comics.
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The Hong Kong Arts Centre was engaged by the Urban Renewal
Authority to run an artist-in-residence programme—Artist Home Base
(AHB)—by using No. 5 Wing Lee Street under a licence agreement
with the URA. The Artist Home Base is a programme aiming at visiting
overseas artists and art practitioners for exchanges on art and culture.
The residency period ranges from 1 week to 3 months, and resident
artists are required to create an artwork or an artistic response about
the building and the Wing Lee Street neighbourhood during their
residential stay. Such works will be showcased in the finale exhibition
inthe second half of 2014.

The four-storey tenement buildings on Wing Lee Street, built in early
1950s, are commonly known as “Tong Lau” ( “Tang Building”). Such
historical architectureis rare in Hong Kong nowadays.

The School has been developing Professional Development Series to better cater the changes in the local art educational landscape and the
professional needs in the field. There were two major types of programmes under this category in 2012/13:

Professional Diplomain Fine Art (PDFA)

PDFA programme—Professional Diploma in Fine Art—Gateway to
Art accredited at QF Level 4 under the Hong Kong Qualifications
Framework is designed to enhance the vocational development of
practitioners who are already in the art field, and to further ignite the
art spirit inside the mature students or the professionals who are
practicing in other fields but are keen about art topics deep down
in their hearts. The programme covers cultural, aesthetic and art
historical topics, introducing the nature of artistic mediums and
the creating process, as well as unveiling the administrative and
operational skillsin the field.

Master Class

Master Class is non-award-bearing in nature, and is a professional
development programme that is of shorter term. Master Class
of the School offers what is essential in art study but is rarely
covered inregular curriculum nowadays.
